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° Press the ‘Add web safe’ button
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° Then press ‘Activate your security’ to get the web safe working.

Please note that this will be
turned on by default.

Chat

Websites that allow users to interact with people on
messengers and chat rooms.

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And finally, you can add timing restrictions. Allowing children to
only use the internet at certain times of the day.
