‘Fidgety Fish’by Ruth Galloway  
 sensory story resources

What you will need to explore during the story:
· Water spray or water in a bowl to splash.
· Bubbles to blow throughout the story.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Use tuna or another fish in a tin (or a real fish if you have one!) for your child to smell/taste if able.
· Fidgety fish to ‘wiggle’ in the story (see separate sheets).
· Jellyfish legs to feel from wool or spaghetti mixed with cooking oil (to prevent sticking).
· Starfish made out of cheerios (see separate sheets).
· Crab sound made from bottle tops on a string or in a pot to shake 
· Dark material to hide under for the ‘cave’ part of the story.
· Make the sounds exciting during the story i.e. the ‘snap!’ and the ‘shook and quivered’ and the ‘BURP!’ and the ‘WOOSH!’


Read the book if you have it or watch the story on You Tube, pausing on each page to explore the resources. Retell with just the resources.
